Upstander Assembly Narrator Script
This script accompanies the Assembly PowerPoint. Adapt the script and PowerPoint to your assembly as needed. Also, add photos from your school to the PowerPoint slides.
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Narrator 1________________: We are the Peace Patrol and we want to welcome everyone today. The NIOS Club will be helping to make our school a safer place for everyone. (Add here)

One of the first things we are going to do is start a Not In Our School Campaign for our school. Today we are launching the campaign at this assembly.
We are excited to welcome our guests___________________ who came from the community to support our school.
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Narrator 2_________________: A Not In Our School Campaign is a way to stop bullying and teasing and makes it so everyone at school feels safe and happy at school. _____________ is a great school, but we want to make it even better. We are going to learn how to be upstanders who stand up to stop bullying. Whenever there is bullying, upstanders say Not At______________, Not at OUR School.  Watch this.

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Narrator 1_________________: First we need to know what bullying is. Bullying happens when someone who is bigger or stronger or has more friends, hurts or frightens another person on purpose over and over again.
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Narrator 2__________________: Upstanders are people who speak up and stand up when someone is being bullied or being hurt. They can do it in three ways: 

· First: Tell the person to stop bullying. Always be sure to do it safely. Don’t get into a fight.

· Second: If you feel unsafe, you can tell a grown-up

· Third: Always be nice to the person who was bullied afterwards. Be a friend to that person. 
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Narrator 1__________________: Watch this skit about bullying.
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Principal: Principal gives a short message to remind students that she/he has their backs and what she/he does every day to make sure everyone feels safe. Gives some concrete details on:

· How to report bullying incidents

· What it means to be a trusted adult and where to find them

· Personal commitment to listen to them

· How students need to take the lead in finding the solution and you have empowered a student leadership group to get things done
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Narrator 2: We want to welcome___________. (Tell a bit about your guest and then the community group/guests come up and tell their stories and relay their message.)
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Narrator 1____________________: How can our students be leaders to stop bullying? How can we create a safe school?  The NIOS Club is here to help. (The whole club comes out on stage.) The principal and students can take questions at this point.
