WHEREAS, San Francisco supports the efforts of Not In Our Town, a project of The Working Group, to promote inclusiveness, celebrate diversity and bring communities together to combat hatred and prejudice; and

WHEREAS, the City and County of San Francisco is proud to recognize Not In Our Town’s Week of Action, which takes place from September 18-24, during which time people across the country are taking action to build communities that are safe and inclusive for everyone; now
